Aside from stopping residents from painting pink
polka dots on their houses, the committee’s job is to make sure that the size and style of the
project, the type of building materials being used and the overall look of the new structure or
modification adhere to the association’s design requirements.

Of course, it's also important to note that unapproved structures
might legally have to be removed at the owner’s expense, so save yourself money and
headaches by getting approval before building.

sure they are in compliance with the association’s design standards. If the committee does find
any issues, they will let you know what they are and try to help you come up with other options.
